NATIVE AMERICAN REBURIAL
COMMITTERE
The Governor's Advisory

Committee on native American
Reburial met in ©Pocatello,
Idaho in December 1990.
Attendance by members of the
Shoshoni tribe and some Bannock
was heavy and a variety of
issues were discussed,
including the recovery of known
skeletons from private land on
the Great Salt Lake and the
location of a proposed burial
vault for northern Utah
remains.

The most significant part of
the meeting was review of the
bill (H.R. 5237) passed into
law by Congress and signed by
the president last fall. The
bill, attached to this
newsletter, includes the
repatriation of human remains,
associated funerary objects,
and unassociated funerary
objects. It was decided that
the Utah Division of State
History would draft legislation
based on the federal bill for
review by the reburial
committee. The committee also
decided to seek state funding
for recovering burials from
private land and for continuing
the committee for another year.

By February 1, 1991, the
committee members were notified
that the governor had decided
not to include the funding for
private land or continuance of
the committee in his budget.
Thus, the committee will now
attempt to recommend a
statewide policy on or shortly
after July 1, 1991. These
recommendations will be
consistent with, but 1likely
somewhat more specific than the
federal legislation. The next
meeting of the burial committee

will be in the first week of
April (exact date not
confirmed) in Price.

The Northwest Band of the
Shoshoni Nation will approach
the state for a burial vault
site on Antelope Island. Tours
to alternate sites on
Promontory Point, proposed by
the state may also be made, but
the tribe favors Antelope
Island. UPAC and USAS may be
able to assist the Shoshoni
during this process. More on
that when information is
available.

The Shoshoni are also using a
lobbyist in Washington D.C. to
obtain federal funds to
construct the vault.

The Northwest Band also opposes
the reburial of 15 individuals
from the Great Salt Lake region
that were turned over by the
State Medical Examiner to the
Native American People's
National Records Center, a
group proposing a nationwide
reburial and records facility
near Blanding.

One goal (among several) of
this group would be to .take.
remains not claimed by any
tribe. This independent
development occurred suddenly
at the December meeting when
Center spokesperson, Linda
Stokes, announced that this
group was arranging transfer of
these = ~ skeletons. "~ The
subsequent opposition by- the--
Shoshoni shows their
involvement in this issue. It
also shows that local tribal
wishes are important in any
consultation  process about
human remains.

AGENCY REPORTS
Bureau of Land Management, Utah

The state office of the BIM in
Utah is presently working on
guidelines for archaeological
permittees. Copies of these
guidelines were mailed out in
December, 1990, and requests
for review were solicited. The
BIM is in the process of
revising these guidelines in

light of comments already
received.
Bureauwide paleontological

regulations have been put on
hold for the time being. oOur
Washington office has been
working on these and had hoped
to finalize them in 1991.
Adverse comments received from
a fossil collector in Wyoming
to their congressional
delegation has temporarily
halted work on these regs.

Utah BIM is currently working
on advance planning for the FY
93 budget and has identified
cultural resources as the

second most important - ‘issue
behind recreation to be
addressed in the budget.
Hopefully, this will result in
more funding dollars directed
toward cultural resources, at
least beginning in FY 93. As
most of you are aware, the BIM
receives a fraction of the

budget received by other
federal agencies. And we
manage dramatically more
acreage and more cultural

resources than any other
agency.

The position for cultural
resource program leader in the
Utah state office recently
closed and we are in the
process of reviewing applicants
for the position. We are
hopeful that a new state-
archaeologist will be on board
sometime in April.

Salt Lake District, BIM

The Salt Lake District recently
released a draft Off Highway

Vehicle report. Public
meetings were held in Payson,
Tooele, Wendover, and Salt
Lake. Most of the public

attending the meetings were
motorcycle and ATV users or
members of clubs which sponsor
racing events in the west
desert. UPAC sent comments to
express concern for cultural

resources. See Steve Simms
letter to the district

attached.

Several large land exchanges in
the © "~ extreme northwestern
portion of the district- near
the small community of Grouse
Creek are proposed for the next
1-3 years. Preliminary surveys
last year found high densities
of sites and an obsidian source
area near the Idaho state line.
We are trying to interest a



university in conducting a
field school and engaging in
long term research in this part
of the state because we know so
little about these resources.
BLM maintains two field
stations which could be used to
house the field school. In
fact, one of the field stations
was used during the summer of
1988 for a geology field school
from California. Please
contact the district if you are
interested or know a university
which might be interested.

The district will continue it's
long term cooperative cost
share project in Utah County in
conjunction with Brigham Young
University, the Uinta National
Forest, and the Utah Statewide
Archaeological Society (USAS).
The small sample survey
conducted so far has advanced
our knowledge of this rich
area. Further surveys will
begin this spring. We welcome
any volunteers.

We also plan to continue our
successful Archaeological
Volunteer Intern Program this
summer. We accept students in
anthropology with no previous
experience 1in archaeological
survey and train them to
conduct survey and record
sites. Past participants have
been highly motivated and have
genuinely enjoyed and profited
from it. Contact the district
for information on this year's
program.
